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SUBJECT:  
The METRO CONNECTS Development Program.
SUMMARY: 
This briefing builds on the January 18 and February 23, 2017 discussions of the Work Plan for the METRO CONNECTS Development Program.  Attachment 1 is a presentation by King County Metro staff.
BACKGROUND:  
Ordinance 18449, approving the METRO CONNECTS long-range vision, requires transmittal of a work plan for the METRO CONNECTS Development Program by March 30, 2017.  The work plan is now under review by the County Executive, prior to transmittal at the end of the month for RTC review and recommendation.

Today’s briefing is an opportunity for King County Metro staff to provide a status report and provide more information about some of the work plan deliverables including the contents of the Policy Report that would be transmitted later this year.
The discussion will focus on two topics that are priorities for the Regional Transit Committee (RTC).  One is the broad issue of “gaps,” referring to areas in which staff has identified needs for more information and potentially revised policy guidance.
Then second topic is Partnerships, which RTC members have indicated is a priority for further discussion.
Today’s briefing seeks to provide an overview of key points and to start a discussion with RTC on this important topic.
The King County Metro presentation mentions several Strategies from the Strategic Plan for Public Transportation 2011-2021.  Attachment 2 lists these Strategies.  Attachment 3 is the Working with Partners section of the King County Metro Service Guidelines.
