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SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE relating to the annexation of an area known as Dewar Annexation to King County Water District No. 119 for the purpose of providing water services.
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2003-0257 would approve the annexation of one parcel of land totaling approximately five acres to the King County Water District No. 119 sewer service area.  (Attachments 1a-b) The annexation was initiated by petition signed by at least 60% of the landowners (by acreage) in the proposed annexation area.  
The annexation was initiated because this area of the county, though zoned for residential use, does not have adequate ground water resources to develop private or community wells on the property.  Property owners in the vicinity of the annexation area have drilled wells hoping to find adequate water supplies, but these efforts have not been successful.  The petitioners believe that a piped water system from the district is the only reliable and safe source of potable water.
The proposed annexation area is located entirely within unincorporated King County.  It is located north of the city of Carnation and east of the city of Duvall.  It is bounded by Lake Joy Road on the west, by NE 123rd Street on the north, NE 122nd Street on the south, and 335th Avenue NE (if extended) on the east.   The proposed annexation is located within the service area boundaries of King County Water District No. 119, and a water line owned and operated by the district passes through the proposed annexation area.

The proposed annexation area is zoned Rural Residential with one dwelling unit per five-acre parcel. The current population of the proposed annexation area is two people, for a population density of 0.4 person per acre.  The current land use in the proposed annexation area is residential with a single family residence already on the property.  No land development activity is proposed as part of the annexation.
Council approval is required to complete the annexation process.  All other procedural steps have been taken to approve this annexation, leaving only review and approval by the King County Council and the Boundary Review Board to finalize the annexation.
At its meeting on July 22, 2003, the Utilities Committee adopted an amendment making technical changes to the proposed ordinance.  The Committee then reported out Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2003-0257.2 with a “DO PASS Substitute” recommendation.
BACKGROUND: Annexation of territory by sewer districts falls under chapter 57.24 RCW and requires council approval.  The council is required to evaluate whether the annexation complies with the approval criteria described in RCW 57.02.040(3).  These criteria include:

· Whether the annexation complies with the county or town/city comprehensive plan.

· Whether the annexation complies with the policies expressed in the county water and/or sewer comprehensive plan.
Proposed Annexation

· King County Comprehensive Plan: The proposed annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan, specifically F-227, which allows Group A water systems (such as King County Water District No. 119) in the rural areas.  Group A water systems are required in rural areas if proposed development currently served by a Group B water system has known quality or quantity problems that threaten public health and can best be solved by Group A. service.
 

· King County Water District No. 119 Comprehensive Water Plan: The proposed annexation of this area into the King County Water District No. 119 service area is consistent with the district’s comprehensive sewer plan updated and approved on April 3, 1995.
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
