 A follow up discussion from the Committee of the Whole Meeting on April 7, at which, the topic of a needs assessment was discussed. 

SUMMARY

At the April 7 meeting of the Committee of the Whole, Councilmember Balducci introduced the concept to the full Committee of a needs assessment to be undertaken by the Council. Today’s briefing is a follow-up to that discussion. The materials for this item are briefly described below and are attached to the staff report. 

Attachment 1: is a spreadsheet that tracks federal actions taken in light of the COVID 19 pandemic and, where available, begins to highlight areas where the County may receive aid either directly or as a pass through.
