	ER7 EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION:

	A.  The department of community and human services shall contract for review of grant applications and development of recommendations for funding with a not-for-profit charitable organization, such as the Seattle Foundation, that:
	  1.  Agrees to commit $125,000 or more to these grants; 
	  2.  Has experience as a convener of collaborative funding partnerships in King County; 
	  3.  Will commit to securing funds from other funding entities in support of a collaborative fund; and
	  4.  Has existing funding relationships with a wide range of small and large community-based nonprofit and grassroots community groups in King County.
	B.  Final determination of funding shall be made by the department.   Funds shall be used to contract with nonprofit entities to provide culturally-specific support services to marginalized communities, initially focusing on immigrants and refugees.   For nonprofit entities serving immigrant and refugees, the support services shall include, but are not limited to:
	  1.  Customizing "know your rights" education materials in a culturally specific way;
	  2.  Providing outreach to immigrant and refugee communities about available resources and options for those at risk of deportation; and
	  3.  Providing emergency resources and guidance for immigrants and refugees in communities requiring culturally specific outreach.
	C.  The grant review process shall include the creation of a grant review committee, comprised of those parties contributing to the funding base, including King County.  The grant review committee shall develop criteria for eligibility for and evaluation of applications, and shall review applications received and recommend grant awards.  The King County executive, or designee who has knowledge of and experience with King County economic and social justice principles, shall be the King County representative on the grant review committee.
	ER8 EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION:
	Of this appropriation, $300,000 shall be expended or encumbered solely to contract with Northwest Immigrant Rights Project to fund legal defense for people with limited financial resources and in need of legal representation for issues related to their immigration status, who are:
	A.  Residents eligible for and on the path to naturalization; and
	B.  Immigrants and refugees.
	ER9 EXPENDITURE RESTRICTION:
	Of this appropriation, $100,000 shall be expended or encumbered solely to contract with Colectivo Legal del Pueblo to fund legal defense for people with limited financial resources and in need of legal representation for issues related to their immigration status, who are:
	A.  Residents eligible for and on the path to naturalization; and
	B.  Immigrants and refugees."

EFFECT: 
Adds $250,000 in General Fund support to Community Services Operating – increasing the total for CSO from $700,000 to $950,000.

Specifies in ER 4, 5 and 6 that $33,334 be expended or encumbered to contract with MAPS/AMEN, $33,333 with Church Council of Greater Seattle and $33,333 with OneAmerica for education materials for immigrants and refugees and the broader community, providing emergency services and tracking and reporting bias and hate crimes.

Specifies in ER 7 that expenditures are increased for these services to $450,000.  Funds are to support urgent and emerging needs of marginalized communities, including immigrants and refugees, women and girls, sexual minorities, and people of color.  DCHS is to contract with a non-profit for review and recommendation of grant applications; contract is to be with a not-for-profit charitable organization, like the Seattle Foundation, that:
· Commits $125,000 or more to these grants
· Is experienced as a convener of collaborative funding partnerships in King County
· Will commit to securing additional funds from other entities in support of a collaborative fund;
· Has existing funding relationships with community-based nonprofit and grassroots community groups in King County.
The grant review process is to include creation of a grant review committee, comprised of funders, including King County representation. That committee will develop criteria for eligibility and evaluation of applications, and review applications received and recommend grant awards.  The Executive, or a designee with knowledge of and experience with King County economic and social justice principals, will be the King County representative.  
Final funding determinations are to be made by DCHS.  Funding would support contracts with nonprofits providing culturally-specific support services to marginalized communities, including a focus on immigrants and refugees.

Specifies in ER 8 and 9 that $300,000 be expended or encumbered to contract with Northwest Immigrant Rights Project and $100,000 with Colectivo Legal del Pueblo for legal defense services.
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
