Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is a motion approving the 2002 King County Public Art Program Annual Plan that outlines proposed public art projects and program activities for the year ahead, as required by Ordinance 12089.

The plan was developed in a continuing partnership between the Public Art Commission and the County client departments who are responsible for the construction and custodial management of County facilities, infrastructure and public spaces.  The proposed projects and program activities emphasize strong partnerships between government agencies and citizens and reflect the commitment to excellence and innovation that has characterized public art in our region.

Among the projects described in this plan are proposals for artwork at the largest of the County’s park-and-ride facilities, integrated artwork for the Pacific Pump Station and the Algona Transfer Station, a design team artist for the York Bridge, and artist-made building components for the renovation of the King County International Airport historic terminal building.

In addition to the new projects, the Public Art Program will continue to produce the popular Poetry and Art on Buses Project and provide maintenance for the County’s growing collection.  The innovative registry projects, Artist-Made Building Parts Project, and the Design Team Registry, will also continue.  Leveraging limited County investment in these two registry services has generated over $2.5 million for artist’s projects in both the public and private sector in our region. 

The new projects planned for the upcoming year illustrate the County’s commitment to ensuring that public art can be appreciated and enjoyed by increasing numbers of County residents and visitors.  The King County Public Art Program is recognized as a national leader in the field and the 2002 Annual Plan provides a framework for the continued success of the program.  I look forward to the positive impacts of these projects on communities and facilities throughout the region and hope you will join me in supporting this motion.  The King County Council’s earliest consideration would be appreciated.
