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SUBJECT:  Confirming the appointment of Joan Sells to serve on the King County Transit Advisory Committee.   

SUMMARY: This item includes a proposed motion to confirm the appointment of Joan Sells as a member to the King County Transit Advisory Committee (TAC).

Proposed Motion 2005-0231 confirms the appointment of Joan Sells, who resides in Council District Eight, to the TAC for a two-year term expiring September 30, 2007.  Ms. Sells is an occasional bus rider and a former TAC member who is returning to duty.  Ms. Sells is currently retired and serves as the vice president of the Vashon/Maury Island Community Council.   Ms. Sells was a journalist for several years and will bring extensive communication and organization skills to the position of TAC member. BACKGROUND:
The TAC helps the Transit Division improve transit services and programs by advising the Transit Division staff, Transit Division General Manager, King County Executive, Metropolitan King County Council, local jurisdictions, and subarea transportation forums on transit issues and policies.

The TAC’s role is to:

· Function as a sounding board for updates of the King County Six-Year Transit Development Plan.

· Present advice to the appropriate parties on issues essential to transit service in King County. 

· Serve as a resource for inter-jurisdictional transit promotion and coordination. 
· Designate one member to serve on community sounding boards dealing with transit service changes. 
Membership

The TAC is made up of 15 people who live in King County.  Members include residents, business representatives, and other stakeholders concerned about transit service in the county.  Most members are users of the bus system.  TAC members are appointed by the King County Executive and approved by the King County Council.  Appointments are for two years.
Meetings

The Committee meets monthly or as needed to complete the work plan and address other issues as they arise.  Meetings are held from 6:30 to 8:30 p.m. on the second Tuesday of each month in downtown Seattle.
