SUBJECT:  
AN ORDINANCE authorizing the conveyance of certain park property to the city of Redmond and authorizing the executive to enter into an interlocal agreement relating to the transfer of the park property to the city.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Ordinance 2002-0188 authorizes the Executive to transfer the Sammamish Slough House Park to the City of Redmond by means of an interlocal agreement. The park is located within the incorporated boundary of the city of Redmond and is adjacent to the Sammamish River Trail. The park consists of 1.37 acres and contains an old ranch style house and a Haida House artist studio. The park is not closed as part of the general park closures.  

The transfer is consistent with state law and county policy which directs the transfer of local park property within an incorporated area to the local jurisdiction. The Redmond City Council has not yet acted on the interlocal agreement and is awaiting County Council action before proceeding.
INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT:

Major provisions of the interlocal agreement include: 
· Convey Ownership: Within 120 days of county approval, King County will convey all its ownership interest to the City of Redmond for the park.

· Operations and Maintenance: The City agrees to operate and maintain
 the park in perpetuity as a public park and public recreational facility.

· Access: The City cannot limit or restrict access to the property by non-city residents.

· Fees: Any user fees shall be at the same rate for non-city residents as for residents of the city.
 

· Artist Studio: The Haida House artist’s studio and woodcarvings will transfer to the city.

· House Demolition: The County agrees to demolish and remove the existing ranch-style residence located on the property within 90 days of the execution of the ILA.

Additional provisions of the ILA include:


· As-Is Condition: The City agrees to accept the properties in “as is” condition, and will assume full responsibility for all operations, maintenance, repairs, improvements and recreation services at the park.

· Deeds and Covenants: The deeds will incorporate all Forward Thrust Bond covenants and IAC (Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation) covenants where applicable. 


· Property Trade: The City may trade the property for public park, public recreational property and/or open space property of equal or greater value.

· Boundary Line Adjustment: The Sammamish River Trail right-of-way within the Sammamish Slough Park will not transfer to the city. The County will retain ownership of the trail right-of-way and will survey the trail right-of-way for a boundary line adjustment from the City. The boundary line adjustment will separate the trail right-of-way from the park land and expand the adjacent trail parcel.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Advertising Requirement: The County must advertise the date of the public hearing on Proposed Ordinance 2002-0188 because it is a property transaction. The Clerk’s office has advised staff that because the advertising notice must appear in a local newspaper between 10 and 25 days in advance, the ordinance will be scheduled for a hearing and possible action at the Council meeting on June 10th.
