This letter transmits a proposed ordinance that, if enacted, will enable King County to renew its lease for the Department of Information Technology (KCIT) with LBA NCC2-COMPANY IX, LLC, for space located at 855 S. 192nd Street, SeaTac. 
This facility houses the KCIT Radio Shop whose primary mission is to operate and maintain King County’s 800 MHz Emergency Radio Communication System network infrastructure (16 tower sites), and over 6,000 subscriber radios spread across nearly 150 customer agencies.
