SUBJECT

The sixth emergency supplemental appropriation ordinance to support activities and necessary expenditures in response to the COVID-19 public health emergency. 

SUMMARY

In 2020, the council adopted six supplemental appropriations ordinances in response to the COVID-19 public health emergency totaling more than $324 million. This included five emergency supplemental appropriations ordinances (COVID 1 through COVID 5) and one supplemental appropriation ordinance to support child care services for essential workers. Of the total, $263 million were funded by the Coronavirus Relief Fund and of that amount, $222.7 million has been spent; $16.4 million would be reappropriated in this proposed ordinance (COVID 6); and $24.3 million remains unspent and available.

The council appropriated $16.6 million in the 2021-2022 adopted biennial budget to ensure continuity of public health operations in response to COVID-19. The proposed ordinance (COVID 6) would supplement the existing appropriation with an additional $92.3 million to support the following key activities:
· $45.2 million for rental assistance funded by the 2021 Consolidated Appropriations Act, a $900 billion supplement to CARES Act;
· $29.0 million for public health response and county operations funded by reappropriation of unspent Coronavirus Relief Funds;
· $11.2 million for vaccination efforts for 60 days funded by State grants;
· $5.0 million to establish a revolving fund to provide upfront payment for grants to community-based organizations that cannot wait for reimbursement; and
· $1.9 million to extend the JustCARE and Co-LEAD programs to end of March.

It should be noted that with the recent directive from the Biden Administration to fully reimburse local governments for FEMA-eligible expenses, updates to revenue actuals from 2020, and the new March 2021 OEFA revenue forecast, the General Fund has added an additional $99.1 million to its ending fund balance.

ANALYSIS

COVID-19 Supplementals Appropriation Ordinances in 2020.  In 2020, the council adopted six supplemental appropriations ordinances for expenses related to the response of the COVID-19 public health emergency totaling more than $324 million. This included five emergency supplemental appropriations ordinances (COVID 1 through COVID 5) and one supplemental appropriation ordinance to support child care services for essential workers. Table 1 below shows a summary of the supplemental appropriations. The appropriations were supported by various Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act of 2020 (CARES Act) funding such as the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) disaster relief funding and the Treasury Department's Coronavirus Relief Fund (Section 5001) and other county revenue sources for those appropriations that were not eligible for CARES Act funding.

These appropriations supported county operational expenses related to the COVID-19 pandemic, expenses related to Isolation/Quarantine, Assessment and Recovery, and Shelter De-Intensification sites, expenses for contact tracing, testing and care coordination led by Public Health, support to cities, and various grant programs to provide community support and economic recovery to small businesses, arts and culture organizations, and individuals in need of housing, food, and health assistance.

As shown in Table 2, the county spent $222 million of the $263 million that was appropriated in 2020 using the Coronavirus Relief Fund. Executive staff stated that the underspend is a result of various factors which included, but were not limited to:
· expenses ineligible for the Coronavirus Relief Fund;
· expenses covered by other grants and county fund balances; and
· difficulty in program implementation thus delaying use of funds by year-end; and
· administrative burdens on grant recipients and thus limiting uptake of grants.

In 2020, executive staff had estimated that $75 million of the $263 million of Coronavirus Relief Fund moneys would be used to pay for county personnel costs for staff that would be redeployed to support the county’s pandemic relief efforts and for staff paid leave related to COVID-19. The actual spend for redeployed staff costs were $73 million. 

2021 Consolidated Appropriations Act and Unspent Coronavirus Relief Funds.  In December 2020, the federal government enacted the 2021 Consolidated Appropriations Act which supplemented the CARES Act by providing approximately $900 billion in additional federal aid to combat the COVID-19 pandemic. Notable for the county, the bill provided the opportunity for the county to apply for $45 million of Department of Treasury grants to support emergency rental assistance and it also extended the deadline to spend the Coronavirus Relief Fund moneys to December 31, 2021.[footnoteRef:4] [4:  H.R. 133. Given the extended deadline, of the $40.6 million of unspent Coronavirus Relief Fund moneys from 2020, the executive has transmitted the proposed ordinance (COVID 6) to reappropriate $16.4 million for various needs related to the pandemic. The executive has stated that it may propose spending the remaining $24.3 million in the COVID 7 supplemental appropriations ordinance to coincide with appropriation of any new federal funding that may become available with the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021. Additional details of the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 are detailed in a subsequent section of this staff report.

Current Status of County Fund Balances.  Throughout 2020, the county anticipated that FEMA would require local governments to cover some portion of the total FEMA eligible expenditures. Although it was unclear how much would need to be covered, the county anticipated that it would be responsible for at least 12.5% of the total expenditures. On February 2, 2021, the Biden administration directed FEMA to fully reimburse local governments for FEMA-eligible expenses from the beginning of the pandemic in January 2020 to September 30, 2021.[footnoteRef:5]  [5:  FACT SHEET: President Biden Announces Increased Vaccine Supply, Initial Launch of the Federal Retail Pharmacy Program, and Expansion of FEMA Reimbursement to States. In addition, the Office of Economic Financial Analysis (OEFA) just released the proposed March 2021 revenue forecast to the Forecast Council. The Forecast Council is anticipating action on the revenue forecast at its March 15th meeting. Overall, the revenue forecast shows an increase in revenues across most county funds for the 2021-2022 biennium. Some highlights include:
· $18.8 million increase in General Fund sales tax revenue;
· $57.3 million increase in Metro Transit sales tax revenue; 
· $6.8 million decrease in lodging (hotel/motel) sales tax revenue;
· $3.4 million increase in General Fund property tax revenue;
· $1.8 million increase in Parks Levy property tax revenue; and
· $9.5 million increase in EMS Levy property tax revenue.

As a result of these recent events, the General Fund has added $99.1 million to its ending fund balance. This includes $76.9 million from the close out of the 2019-2020 biennium and $22.2 million in additional property tax and sales tax revenues for the 2021-2022 biennium based on the March OEFA forecast. Executive staff has stated that the additional fund balance has been placed in a new COVID-19 Response Reserve to pay for the costs of recovering from the pandemic and the General Fund Risk Reserve to alleviate future risks to the General Fund’s financial health.

The executive staff also noted that due to the full reimbursement of FEMA eligible expenditures, the county would see an additional $26 million of revenues across various county funds. This includes an additional $2 million for Public Health fund and $16 million for the Facilities Management Division (FMD) funds since much of the FMD operated Isolation/Quarantine, Assessment and Recovery, and Shelter De-Intensification sites were all FEMA eligible expenses.

COVID 6 Supplemental Appropriation Summary.   The 2021-2022 adopted biennial budget did not include extensive funding for COVID-19 expenses due to uncertainties of future COVID-19 federal and state funding at the time of budget deliberations in November 2020. However, to ensure continuity of public health operations of contact tracing, testing, and isolation/quarantine, the council included $10.7 million to support activities through the end of March. In addition, the council also appropriated $5.9 million of Rainy Day Reserve Fund moneys to continue operating Isolation/Quarantine, Assessment and Recovery, and Shelter De-Intensification sites for one more month and to extend the JustCARE program to end of January.

This proposed ordinance (COVID 6) would supplement the existing appropriation included in the adopted biennial budget with an additional $92.3 million to support the activities highlighted in Table 3 below.

Eviction Prevention and Rental Assistance Program (EPRAP).  In 2020, the county established EPRAP, a $41 million initiative that was funded by $30 million of State grants and the remainder funded by the Coronavirus Relief Fund. The program offers rent assistance and eviction prevention through three methods: a lottery for individual tenants, a lottery for small landlords, and bulk payments to large residential landlord properties and manufactured home parks.[footnoteRef:6]  As of March 1st, the program distributed $36.6 million to 14,578 households of which 8,974 households received rental assistance and is forecasted to serve more than 9,00 households after disbursement of all funds. The proposed ordinance would appropriate $45.2 million to continue the Eviction Prevention and Rental Assistance Program in 2021.  The appropriation would be funded by federal grants from the 2021 Consolidated Appropriations Act which supplemented the CARES Act by providing approximately $900 billion in additional federal aid to combat the COVID-19 pandemic. 

Executive staff states that the county will continue to use the same approach used in 2020 to disburse the funds for 2021 and expect the appropriation to assist approximately the same number of households as those served in 2020. Executive staff also state that due to ongoing need, it is possible that renters who received assistance in 2020 may receive assistance again in 2021.  Additionally, with the extended length of the pandemic, it is possible that renters may need larger amount of assistance in 2021 which could result in fewer households receiving assistance.

OEM Purchase of PPE.  In 2020, the council appropriated $21.2 million of Coronavirus Relief Fund moneys for the purchase of PPE. The PPE would be used for departmental operations related to the pandemic, safety net facilities identified by Public Health, first responders, and to establish an emergency 60-day reserve. Executive staff state that only $12.4 million of PPE were received from the vendors in 2020 as the vendors were unable to deliver all ordered PPE.  The proposed appropriation of $8.7 million would fund the remaining PPEs that will be delivered in 2021.

COVID-19 Vaccination Efforts.  The proposed ordinance would appropriate $11.2 million funded by State grants to support two high-volume county-operated vaccination sites and 19 mobile vaccination teams to be operational for 60 days.

The two high-volume vaccination sites are currently located in the Auburn GSA Complex[footnoteRef:8] and the Kent ShoWare Center[footnoteRef:9]. Public Health – Seattle & King County (PHSKC) strategically identified these two locations to target South King County where the COVID-19 infection rate has been disproportionately higher compared to the rest of the county. PHSKC staff state that the county will be transitioning from the Auburn GSA site to another location located at the Auburn Outlet Mall in the upcoming weeks. PHSKC notes that operations will continue to evolve and may diverge from initial plans based on community needs, vaccine availability, and other factors. PHSKC also notes that there are also two partner-operated high-volume vaccination sites in Renton (partnered with Kaiser Permanente) and Redmond (partnered with Microsoft), each site prioritizing efforts on the Black, Indigenous, People of Color (BIPOC) communities while vaccine supply is limited. Partner-operated sites are part of the broader King County Vaccination Network, with each partner and site operating fully under the King County Principles for Equitable Vaccine Delivery[footnoteRef:10]. PHSKC states that additional partner-operated sites as well as community vaccination sites will be added to the network in the near future. The 19 mobile vaccination teams are operated by three groups consisting of PHSKC clinicians, Emergency Medical Services (EMS) personnel, and Discovery Health. The primary focus of the mobile teams is on vulnerable populations with limited mobility to access vaccinations. These include adult family homes and affordable senior living facilities for now and may expand to homebound seniors in the near future. Table 4 below provides a summary of the 19 mobile vaccination teams and the current geographic focus areas.

Revolving Fund for CBOs.  The proposed ordinance would appropriate $5 million that would be funded by future federal grants to establish a revolving fund to help facilitate the advancing of funds to grantees that cannot wait for reimbursement of federal grants. Currently, county grantees are provided funds on a reimbursable basis, however, such method is often difficult for small organizations that may not have the cash flow to upfront costs to provide services while waiting for reimbursement from the county.

Executive staff state that $5 million was identified as the amount for the revolving fund as this would balance providing a substantive backstop in the case where advanced funds granted by the county turn out to be ineligible for federal grants while also accounting for available General Fund moneys. Executive staff is working with the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office (PAO) to establish parameters for the level of risk that the county would take on, the percentage of the grant that may be advanced, and criteria for grantees that would be eligible. Initial parameters would allow organizations with an annual budget of $1 million or less an advance of up to 50% of the grant amount (up to $100,000). Executive staff state that these parameters are still under analysis and, if successful, the program would also be considered for other grant programs not related to the COVID-19 pandemic.

Extend JustCARE and Co-LEAD Programs.  The proposed ordinance would appropriate $1.5 million to extend the Public Defender Association (PDA) led JustCARE program operated in Pioneer Square and Chinatown-International District and $470,000 for the Co-LEAD program operated in the City of Burien and South King County through February and March 2021. As shown in Table 2 above, in 2020, the council appropriated $4 million for the JustCARE program of which $2.1 million was spent and $900,000 for the Co-LEAD program of which all was spent.

Based on PDA’s estimates the two-month cost for the programs would be between $2.26 million to $3 million. Executive staff state that, in consultation with the Budget and Fiscal Management Chair, executive staff implemented the following changes that would allow a reduced appropriation amount to support the two programs:
· the county made available the use of the Civic Hotel, currently leased by the county, to shelter the approximately 150 individuals currently being hoteled under the JustCARE program; and
· the county did not account for the growth of the programs for February and March as assumed by PDA’s cost estimates; and
· the county accounted for PDA’s commitment during contract negotiations to conduct private fundraisers to supplement the program costs.

Executive staff indicate that PDA accepted the offer of the $1.9 million to extend the programs to February and March. Executive staff also notes that negotiations between the county, City of Seattle, and PDA to further extend the JustCARE program will begin soon with the goal of extending the program with funding from COVID 7 supplemental appropriation ordinance.

COVID 7 Supplemental Appropriation and the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021.  On February 27, 2021, the U.S. House of Representatives passed the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021[footnoteRef:11] which appropriated $1.9 trillion to mitigate the impacts of the COVID-19 pandemic. Along with individual stimulus payments, expansion of unemployment benefits and public health measures, the bill also included direct allocations to counties.[footnoteRef:12] The bill would provide a direct allocation of approximately $440.8 million[footnoteRef:13] to King County which can be used for the following expenses: [11:  H.R. 1319. A. Respond to or mitigate the public health emergency with respect to COVID-19 or its negative economic impacts;
B. Cover costs incurred as a result of such emergency;
C. Replace revenue that was lost, delayed, or decreased (as determined based on revenue projections as of January 27, 2020) as a result of such emergency; or
D. address the negative economic impacts of such emergency.[footnoteRef:14] [14:  H.R. 1319. URL: https://www.congress.gov/bill/117th-congress/house-bill/1319/text?r=1&s=2#HD1F2758AF71047B8BEA603B1C53B164D. ] 


The bill requires that the Department of Treasury provide the funds to the county within 60 days of the county providing a certification on the use or need of these funds to the Department of Treasury. Executive staff is aware of this requirement and has committed to sending the certification as soon as the bill passes the U.S. Senate and signed by the President.

As of the writing of this staff report (March 4th), executive staff has stated that the Senate version of the American Rescue Plan lowers the direct allocation to King County to approximately $400 million which would be provided to the county in two portions where the first portion would be received within 60 days and the second portion to be allocated one year later. The allocation would be allowable for the following expenses: 
A. Respond to COVID-19 and its negative economic consequences, including aid to households, small businesses, non-profits, and impacted industries such as tourism, travel, and hospitality;
B. Offset lost revenues; and
C. Make investments in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure.

Executive staff has stated that proposals to spend the new funds, potentially along with the $24.3 million of remaining 2020 Coronavirus Relief Fund moneys, would be included in the COVID 7 supplemental appropriation ordinance and additional COVID supplemental appropriation ordinances thereafter should it be necessary. The executive is planning to transmit the proposed COVID 7 supplemental appropriation ordinance as soon as the bill passes the U.S. Senate and signed by the President which could be around mid-March.  Executive staff state that there are currently no specifics on how the executive proposes to allocate the federal funds, however, some possible uses may include the following:
· county expenses related to the pandemic response;
· supporting individuals, institutions and community-based organizations for pandemic response activities;
· revisiting budget reductions from the adopted 2021-2022 biennial budget; and
· positioning the county to handle possible future cuts in the 2023-2024 biennial budget that may be necessary due to the current economic recession.

TIMING

Table 8 below provides a timeline of activities proposed by BFM Chair Kohl-Welles for possible action of the proposed ordinance. The timeline also complies with the new amendment deadlines as required by King County Code Section 1.24.155 Rule 16.C.[footnoteRef:15] [15:  Ordinance 19221, passed on January5, 2021.]
