SUBJECT:  Law, Justice, and Human Services Committee Workplan for 2008.

SUMMARY:  For 2008, the Law, Justice, and Human Services Committee will continue to develop policy direction for the county’s criminal justice, human services, and other support systems through the review of legislation, evaluation of required proviso responses, and through briefings.  The Committee goals and the proposed work items are shown below.
COMMITTEE GOALS:

Juvenile Justice: To maintain progress in reducing crime committed by youth; youth involvement in the juvenile justice system; racial disproportionality in the juvenile justice system; and the cost of adjudication and incarceration by:

· Monitoring and evaluating:

· Implementation of juvenile justice programs and operational plan (JJOMP) initiatives to assure that successes are recognized and sustained and further progress promoted; and

· Development and implementation of plans for juvenile justice, child welfare and mental health and chemical dependency treatment systems integration; and

· Status of state funding for BECCA cases. 

Adult Justice:  To promote continued improvements in the effectiveness and efficiency of the adult criminal justice system by:

·  Monitoring and evaluating: 

· Implementation of the Adult Justice Operational Master Plan II (AJOMP II) recommendations regarding alternatives to secure detention, access to treatment options, and improvements in the felony case processing system; and

· Proviso required status report on process and other improvements for the Community Corrections Division’s alternatives to secure detention programs; and

· Progress in implementation of Community Corrections programs, including intake, screening, assessment and re-entry planning in conjunction with health and human services.

· Development of therapeutic court programs at Municipal, District and Superior Court levels in conjunction with the Mental Health/Chemical Dependency Sales Tax planning.
· Promoting development of cost/effective, regional service provision approaches that take advantage of the county’s economy of scale for the provision of sheriff, court, and detention services.

Sheriff's Office: To assure continued implementation of the Blue Ribbon Panel’s recommendations regarding improvements in personnel management by:

· Reviewing the Sheriff’s Operational Master Plan;

· Monitoring and evaluating implementation of the sheriff's and county systems for addressing employee misconduct and discipline; and

· Reviewing the implementation of the sheriff’s Gang Enforcement Unit.

Criminal Justice Capital and Facilities Planning:  To ensure that planning for capital facilities and other capital investments fosters continued reform and efficiency, while also acknowledging the inter-related operations of criminal justice agencies by:

· Monitoring and evaluating:

· Completion of the King County Correctional Facility Integrated Security Plan

· Completion of Jail Health remodeling

· Reviewing and approving:

· The work program for coordinating and integrating the court and detention facility capital plans now in process or implementation and assuring their consistency with adopted operational master plans; and

· The work program for the Superior Court Facilities Master Plan, especially the plans for family and juvenile court services; and

· The work program for the Regional Justice Center Site Plan; 

· The status of the District Court facilities in the Cities of Kent and Bellevue; and

· The work program for the Adult and Juvenile Detention Facilities Master Plan, including work related to inmate visiting, community corrections options, and regional jail issues.

Court Operations:  To foster effective customer service and the efficient use of resources in the operations of the Superior and District Courts by: 

· Reviewing juror issues, public access to court services, court security, and utilization of information technology.

Jail Operations:  To foster safe, efficient and effective jail operations and management by: 

· Reviewing systems for staff supervision and the reduction of staff misconduct and in-jail programs that help to reduce recidivism.

· Review the progress on development of integrated regional jail options including the proviso response relate to potential implementation of a regional detainee transportation system.

· Monitor the response to the federal Department of Justice’s review of the King County Correctional Facility.
Human Services:  To ensure increased coordination and integration of health and human services in order to reduce homelessness and involvement in the criminal justice system, and increase self sufficiency of individuals and families at risk by: 

· Monitoring and evaluating:

· Implementation of the Recovery Plan; and

· Implementation of the Veterans and Human Services Levy – Service Improvement Plan; and 

· Implementation of the 10 Year Plan to End Homelessness, including review of the service and housing initiatives funded with Council approved funds and the status of the Safe Harbors Homeless Services Information System and the One Night Count; and 

· Implementation and monitoring of the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Action Plan

· Reviewing and approving:

· The oversight, implementation and evaluation components of the Mental Illness and Drug Dependency Action Plan
