Roads Preservation-Related Comprehensive Plan Policies 

T-301
The most cost effective improvement should be considered first to solve existing and future deficiencies before higher-cost, capital-intensive projects are considered.  Efficiency improvements supporting high-occupancy-vehicles (HOV) and transit operations on existing roads should be a higher priority than general capacity improvements enhancing single-occupant-vehicle (SOV) travel.

T-402
The essential maintenance, preservation, safety and operations costs of the transportation system should be funded prior to other costs for capital improvements so that existing investment is protected and current mobility is not degraded.  

T-405
Projects addressing existing capacity, operational and safety deficiencies shall have a high priority throughout the urban unincorporated area.
