SUBJECT

An Ordinance making an honorary road name designation in recognition of Northwood Middle School

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2023-0215 would complete the process set forth in Motion 16387[footnoteRef:1] to give SE 184th Street an honorary road name of “Jaguar Way.” The designation is to be made in honor of Northwood Middle School, whose mascot is a jaguar, and its contributions to the community of Fairwood in unincorporated King County. BACKGROUND 

Honorary Street Designations.  Under King County Code (K.C.C.) 16.08.010, the Council is authorized to redesignate county street names and make honorary designations of a street or portion of a street by the adoption of an ordinance. An honorary designation is a secondary name for a street or a portion of a street that does not replace the legal name of the street.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  KCC 16.08.010 C.1.] 


The code provides two paths for honorary street designations: individuals and/or organizations may apply to the Council for a designation provided the individual and/or organization agrees to pay actual costs of manufacturing, designing and installation of signage or any replacement signs due to damage, theft or vandalism to the Road Services Division (Roads)[footnoteRef:3], or the Council itself can initiate the honorary street designation, wherein the costs are borne by Roads.  [3:  KCC 16.08.010 C.2.] 


For a Council initiated honorary street designation, the Council must first adopt a motion directing Roads to prepare a list by a date certain of the names and addresses of all property owners on the street, or portion thereof, to be given the honorary designation.  The Council must then mail notice of the proposed designation to all property owners on the street, or portion thereof, to be given the designation at least twenty days before Council action on an ordinance that would make the honorary designation.  The notice must advise the affected property owners that the costs of manufacturing, designing and installation of signage or any replacement signs due to damage, theft or vandalism will be borne by Roads.[footnoteRef:4] [4:  KCC 16.08.010 C.5. ] 


ANALYSIS

Council approval of Proposed Ordinance 2023-0215 would complete the process to designate SE 184th Street “Jaguar Way” in honor of Northwood Middle School in the community of Fairwood in unincorporated King County. The Proposed Ordinance would also direct Roads to design, erect and maintain the honorary road name sign reading as “Jaguar Way.” Roads estimates the cost associated with this honorary designation to be approximately $3,000. 

The requirements for Council redesignation of roadways in K.C.C. 16.08.060.C.5. will have been met by the time the Full Council takes up Proposed Ordinance 2023-0215 under regular order. According to the Clerk’s Office, no public comments for the proposed honorary designation were received, however the public may still submit comments until July 31st per Motion 16387.
