SUBJECT

An Ordinance relating to the King County emergency management advisory committee; providing for modification of eligibility of elected positions; and amending Ordinance 13623, Section 1, as amended, and K.C.C. 2A.310.050.

SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0067 would allow individuals appointed as alternate members of the Emergency Management Advisory Committee to serve as chair of the Committee.

BACKGROUND

Under the authority of Chapter 38.52 RCW and King County Code 2.56, the Office of Emergency Management (OEM) of the Department of Executive Services works with a broad array of public and private sector partners to plan for disaster mitigation, preparedness, response and recovery. King County Code 2.56.030 defines OEM’s mission as follows:

“… to provide for the effective direction, control and coordination of county government emergency services functional units, to coordinate with other governments and the private, nongovernmental sector, in compliance with a state approved comprehensive emergency management plan and to serve as the coordinating entity for cities, county governmental departments, and other appropriate agencies during incidents and events of regional significance.”  

King County Code 2A.310 establishes the Emergency Management Advisory Committee as follows:

Scope and Charge

[bookmark: _GoBack]1.  Advise King County on emergency management issues and facilitate coordination of regional emergency planning in King County;

2.  Assist King County in the development of programs and policies concerning emergency management; and

3.  Review and comment on proposed emergency management rules, policies or ordinances before the adoption of the rules, policies or ordinances.

Membership

“The committee shall be composed of members who represent the following emergency management interests, with each interest having one member except for the Sound Cities Association, which may have three members:

1.  The Central Region Emergency Medical Services and Trauma Care Council;
2.  Each city with a population of over one hundred thousand;
3.  Electric and gas utilities;
4.  The financial community;
5.  The King County Fire Chiefs Association;
6.  The King County Fire Commissioners Association;
7.  The King County Police Chiefs Association;
8.  Local emergency planning committees;
9.  The Port of Seattle;
10.  Private business and industry;
11.  The Puget Sound Educational Service District;
12.  The King and Kitsap Counties Chapter of the American Red Cross; 
13.  Water and sewer districts;
14.  The Sound Cities Association;
15.  The Washington Association of Building Officials;
16.  The King County executive or the executive's designee;
17.  The King County department of natural resources and parks;
18.  The King County department of transportation;
19.  The Seattle-King County department of public health;
20.  The Muckleshoot Tribe;
21.  The Snoqualmie Tribe;
22.  The King County sheriff’s office;
23.  The Northwest Healthcare Response Network; and
24.  A faith-based organization prepared to provide emergency relief services to the public.”

Appointments, Chair and Bylaws

King County Code 2A.310 also directs that the executive appoint regular members and one alternate member per regular member of the committee, subject to confirmation by the county council.  Members serve 3-year terms, with no limit on the number of terms served; however, reappointment is subject to confirmation by the county council.  The committee is to elect, by majority vote, a regular committee member to a one-year term as chair and adopt bylaws.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2018-0067 would allow individuals appointed as alternate members of the Emergency Management Advisory Committee to serve as chair of the Committee.  According to OEM staff, not all regular members of the Committee wish to serve as chair, resulting in a limited number of members serving multiple times, and this change will provide for a broader pool of candidates.  Council’s legal counsel has not identified any issues with the proposed recommendation.  If the proposed ordinance is approved, EMAC would need to update its bylaws accordingly.
