The Native Plant Salvage (NPS) Program provides plants for King County’s stream and wetland restoration projects and drainage projects at a low costs and in a 

timely manner.  The Large Woody Debris (LWD) Program salvages tree stumps and logs at an economical rate for use in a variety of County stream and river 

restoration projects.  The Washington Conservation Corps (WCC) crew provides low-environmental impact construction labor at a minimum cost to a variety of CIP 

projects.  Overhead and indirect costs, such as program management, plant and LWD collection, native plant holding facility maintenance, and coordination costs, 

are difficult to charge to CIP projects because many of these “non-project specific” costs occur before individual projects are identified.  This program covers 

overhead and indirect costs associated with these programs.  In 2001, these programs were funded by bond funds and SWM fee.  In 2002, the programs were funded

 with SWM fee (Pay-As-You-Go money) and fees charged to benefiting projects.  The programs will be similarly funded in 2003, except that a greater percentage of 

costs will by paid by projects.
