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SUBJECT

An Ordinance revising the corporate boundary of the City of Bellevue to include an unincorporated portion of Lakemont Boulevard S.E. right-of-way as provided for in RCW 35A.21.790.
SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2012-0456 approves the transfer to the City of Bellevue of approximately 200 feet of Lakemont Boulevard S.E. right-of-way.  The City approved the transfer earlier this year.
BACKGROUND
In 2009, the City of Bellevue completed the Coal Creek Natural Area Annexation.  Subsequently it was determined that the annexation did not include about 200 feet of Lakemont Boulevard S.E. right-of-way.  The parcels on both sides of this right-of-way are within the City’s corporate boundary.  The City and the County agree that the City should take over jurisdiction of this right-of-way.  Attachment A to the proposed ordinance is the legal description of the right-of-way to be transferred.

RCW 35A.21.790 provides that a county and a city can revise the city’s corporate boundary if it is part of a street right-of-way:

“The governing bodies of a county and any code city located therein may by agreement revise any part of the corporate boundary of the city which coincides with the centerline, edge, or any portion of a public street, road or highway right-of-way by substituting therefore a right-of-way line of the same public street, road or highway so as fully to include or fully to exclude that segment of the public street, road or highway from the corporate limits of the city.”
This type of boundary revision is not subject to potential review by the Boundary Review Board.  Revision of the corporate boundary of a city is effective upon approval by the City Council and the County Council.  The Bellevue City Council approved the revision through adoption of Ordinance 6069 on August 6, 2012.

In this case, the boundary change means that Bellevue will own the street right-of-way and take over the costs of maintaining the street.  The fiscal note estimates a small savings to the County from lower maintenance costs ($613 in 2013).
ANALYSIS

State law allows for municipalities to make minor boundary changes.  This proposed change is agreeable to both jurisdictions and will provide a modest savings to the County through lower road maintenance costs.
REASONABLENESS

Approval of this proposed ordinance constitutes a reasonable business decision.
