NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council on the XX day of Month, 2022, at 1:00 p.m. to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2022-XXXX, an ordinance to amend development regulations in King County Code (K.C.C.) Title 21A to modify application requirements for fossil fuel and nonhydroelectric facilities in unincorporated King County. The public hearing is planned to either be held at the King County Courthouse, 516 3rd Avenue, Room 1001, Seattle, Washington; or the hearing may be required to be held remotely to comply with the Washington State Governor's Declaration 20-28 (or as amended) regarding the Open Public Meetings Act. Information on this public hearing, including how to submit public testimony and attend the meeting, will be posted on the Council's website ahead of the hearing. It is expected that the full Council will take action on this Proposed Ordinance at the Month Day, 2022 meeting following the public hearing.

SUMMARY:
Proposed Ordinance 2022-XXXX amends development regulations in K.C.C. Title 21A to adopt additional application requirements for developing fossil fuel and nonhydroelectric facilities in unincorporated King County. These amendments would require new project applicants to provide: 1) A study of the maximum potential damages that could result from an explosion, validated by a third party. 2) A decommissioning plan for facility closure that evaluates the range and cleanup activities to mitigate potential releases in the case of technological or safety catchment features. 3) Proof of financial coverage to cover costs that could result from a potential explosion, and that could result from hazardous substance contamination; financial coverage proof cannot be provided by self-bonding.

FINAL CONSIDERATION: 
In addition to the proposed amendments contained in the Proposed Ordinance, Councilmembers may offer additional amendments for consideration by the Council. As a result, persons interested in any of the issues raised in the Proposed Ordinance should make their views known at the public hearing on Month Day, 2022. Amendments that may be considered for adoption by the Council on Month Day, 2022 or thereafter include, but are not necessarily limited to:
· Any amendment contained in the Executive’s proposed version of the subject legislation.
· Any amendment offered, or relating to topics discussed, during the review of the subject legislation in committee.
· Any matter preserved for consideration by the Council by a member during previous committee meetings.
