REVISED STAFF REPORT
Proposed Ordinance No. 2002-0511 with striking amendment passed out of the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee on November 13th,  with a DO PASS recommendation 
SUBJECT:
 Establishment of fees for radius batch searches conducted by the Department of Assessments
SUMMARY:
Radius batch searches are conducted primarily at the request of property owners and developers.  A property owner or developer wishing to significantly alter an existing property or structure (i.e. zoning changes) must notify the surrounding property owners of intent to make these changes.  The radius batch search conducted by the Department of Assessments provides property owners and developers with the necessary contact information for affected property owners within a designated radius of the respective property. 

The newly proposed fee of $14.74 per radius batch search would recover the administrative cost assumed by the Department of Assessments.  The projected revenue for 2003 is $7,193.
