SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Cherif Sidialicherif, who resides in Council District Three, to the King County Civil Rights Commission, representing King County council district three. 

SUMMARY 

The Executive has appointed Mr. Sidialicherif for a partial term to the King County Civil Rights Commission expiring June 1, 2014. 
Mr. Sidialicherif graduated from Walden University with a PhD., and from City University with a Master of Business Administration. He currently works for Walden University as Lead Faculty.  He is a former commissioner with the Civil Rights Commission.
BACKGROUND
The King County Civil Rights Commission is composed of twelve members, one from each council district nominated by the councilmember and three at-large members nominated by the executive.

The Commission is charged to serve in an advisory capacity to the county executive and the council on matters concerning affirmative action, disability access, equal employment opportunity, contract compliance, fair housing, minority/woman business and public accommodations to ensure the consistent application of all county ordinances, rules and regulations concerning these programs.
