 SUMMARY
Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2007-0399 would:
· Require the adoption of public rules relating to: financial operation procedures, criteria for granting of fee waivers, and refunds of fees relating to successful administrative appeals.

· Reduce late penalty payments to one percent of delinquent unpaid balances.
· Require written, binding fee estimates for all developments subject to the project management process.

· Establish a nine-person Development Permit Technical Advisory Committee to advise the council on a broad range of issues relating to development permit processing.
