Assumptions:
Lewis Creek –  Lewis Creek fish passage was damaged last year during the storms in the fall.  This damage prevents fish from navigating upstream. The proposal will allow for construction in this year to improve the passage for late-run Kokanee salmon.   This freshwater salmon are declining and efforts are needed in this creek to preserve this species.   
KCD (WRIA 9) - KCD Revenue (account 33711) is pass through grant revenue from WRIA Forums.  Grants have been awarded.  Army Corps of Engineers funds (account 33299) based on signed agreement with Corps to implement individual restoration projects.  This grant provides the funding of contract services for soils testing as well as staff time to complete site investigation, project design and permitting in support of the restoration of intertidal habitat within the lower Duwamish River,
Project Activity Reassessment (previously submitted most changes in WLRD Flexible Budget) –  As part of WLRD first quarter CIP analysis of project progress, adjustments to specific project budgets were presented in the 2004 Flexible Budget Request.  This request represented realignment of projects that were denied during the Council review of the 2004 Flexible Budget Request.  Several of these items are technical corrections and the net effect of all of the changes to revenue and expenditures is zero.
