City of Enumclaw
Comprehensive General Sewer Plan (September 2016) and Amendments 1 - 3

	
Service Area
The City of Enumclaw is located approximately 32 miles southeast of Seattle on a plateau between White and Green Rivers. The City has owned and operated a sewer collection system since the early 1900s. While the City's sewer system does not currently provide service to any properties in unincorporated King County, its service area does include properties in unincorporated King County.
Sewer System
The City's infrastructure includes approximately 48 miles of sewer lines and 11 lift stations. The City's existing treatment facility began operation in November 2008.
Amendment #2 (August 2023) to the City's 2016 Comprehensive Sewer Plan updated its Sewer Capital Improvement Program for the 2024-2024 planning period. The amendment describes the projects the City has already completed, projects originally identified but not carried over, in addition to projects slated for updated planning period. For the updated planning period, 26 projects are identified with a total estimated cost of approximately $44,000,000. 
The 2016 Plan's Financial chapter indicated that at the time the City had six outstanding sewer debt issues which would be paid off by 2030. As noted in the Plan, this does not include new debt associated with the recommended CIP projects. The Plan does identify potential funding sources for the near-term projects, either "pay-as-you-go," utilizing revenue from monthly sewer rates and connection charges, or borrowing through a Washington state Department of Ecology Clean Water State Revolving Fund (SRF) loan.
Reclaimed Water
The Plan refers to a policy which states, the City will support the use of reclaimed water technologies where economically; however, it does not have any plans for wastewater reuse.
SEPA
The City completed a State Environmental Policy Act (SEPA) checklist and issued a SEPA determination for the 2016 Plan and each of the plan amendments.

	· The wastewater collected by the City's sewer system is treated by the City's sewer system.

· Amendment #1 - The City completed a SEPA checklist and subsequently issued a DNS on September 18, 2019. An addendum was issued on October 16, 2019. There were no appeals.
· Amendment #2 – The City completed a SEPA checklist and subsequently issued a DNS on September 6, 2023. There were no appeals.

	F-448:  Sewer facilities such as pump stations, force mains, and trunk lines that do not provide connections to the Rural Area may be located in the Rural Area only when they are identified in a King County-approved comprehensive sewerage system plan an upon a finding by King County that it is technically necessary to provide service to the Urban Growth Area.
	· The Plan does identify a pump station located in the Rural Area. The Plan further provides the technical justification for the location in the Rural Area. The UTRC, in its recommendation for approving the Plan, finds that the pump station is technically necessary to be located in the Rural Area.
· The Plan does state that rural properties will not be connected to the City's sewer system.

	F-453- Public sewer service shall be prohibited in the Rural Area or on Natural Resource Lands except where needed to address specific health and safety problems threating the use of existing structures, and the use of septic or other on-site wastewater systems has been determined by King County to be not feasible or to serve a new school authorized to be located in the Rural Area. An extension may only be approved if: a.  it is tightlined, b. a finding by King County determining that no reasonable alternative technologies are feasible, and c. it does not add pressure to convert Rural land or Natural Resource Lands to urban area and densities or to expand nonresidential uses.
