SUBJECT:  A Proposed Ordinance relating to the annexation of land into the Soos Creek Water and Sewer District for the purpose of providing sanitary sewer service for future development. 
SUMMARY:  Proposed Ordinance 2005-0108 would approve the annexation of approximately 35.71 acres of land into the Soos Creek Water and Sewer District.  The annexation was initiated through a petition by property owners representing a majority of assessable land, and concurred with by the District through resolution No. 2673-S signed in January 2005.  The required public hearing was held at full council on April 18, 2005.  
King County Council approval is required to complete the annexation process.  All other procedural steps have been taken to approve the annexation, including review and recommended approval by the Utilities Technical Review Committee, leaving only review and approval by the council and the Boundary Review Board to finalize the annexation.
BACKGROUND: The Soos Creek Water and Sewer District is a municipal corporation of King County, serving South King County since 1939.  Formerly known as Water District 58 and the Cascade Sewer District, these two entities merged in 1987.  Originally serving less than two square miles, the District now encompasses over thirty-five square miles, providing water and sewer service to over 100,000 people.  Soos Creek Water and Sewer District is governed by a Board of Commissioners, consisting of five publicly elected citizens living within the service area.
Sanitary Sewer Service
Soos Creek Water and Sewer District is responsible for sewer mains within streets and easements.  The sanitary sewer system, with 27 lift stations, includes more than 26,000 connections within the District. The District is also responsible for conveying the wastewater, via sewer mains and pipelines, to the King County Department of Natural Resources treatment plant in Renton for treatment and disposal.  Sewer construction is provided through developer extension agreements, contracts with the district and/or through the Utility local improvement district.  
Annexation of territory by sewer districts falls under chapter 57.24 RCW and requires council approval.  The council is required to evaluate whether the annexation complies with the approval criteria described in RCW 57.02.040(3).  These criteria include:

· Whether the annexation complies with the county or town/city comprehensive plan.

· Whether the annexation complies with the policies expressed in the county water and/or sewer comprehensive plan.
Proposed Annexation

The proposed annexation area is approximately 37.5 acres in size and located within the southeastern border of Maple Valley, northeast of Lake Sawyer and the City of Black Diamond, just inside the Urban Growth Boundary.  The boundary of the annexation area is contiguous to the existing District Corporate Boundary.  Current zoning for the area is R-4 (4 dwelling units per acre).  The proposed annexation is for the provision of sewer service for future development.   Existing land use of the area consists of four residential parcels and one city owned parcel.  The proposed immediate and long-term use for the majority of the area is residential.  Upon the completion and acceptance of future sewer construction, the system would be owned and operated by the District for the direct collection of sewage.
· King County Comprehensive Plan: The proposed annexation complies with the King County Comprehensive Plan, which supports public sewer service for urban areas.  The proposed annexation area, which is located within the urban growth area, is proposed for development and has requested sanitary public sewer service.  The proposed annexation would allow the Soos Creek Water and Sewer District to provide sanitary sewer service to this area when requested by homeowners.
· Maple Valley Comprehensive Plan: The proposed annexation area is within the jurisdiction of the City of Maple Valley.  Providing sewer service to the area is consistent with the policies in the City’s Comprehensive Plan pertaining to future connections and phasing of development of sewer services according to future land use needs. 
· Soos Creek Sewer District Comprehensive Sewer Plan: The District prepares a comprehensive sewer plan which is consistent with the Growth Management Plans prepared by adjacent jurisdictions.  Sewer service for the proposed annexation area is covered by the District’s adopted comprehensive water and sewer plan and the extension of service to the area conforms to all current land use and utility service policies for the area.
