SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2010-0212 repeals outdated sections of King County Code, Title 8, the code covering health and safety.
This ordinance furthers the Council’s Trust in Government priority by enhancing clarity in the King County Code.
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS

King County Code Title 8 covered health- and sanitation-related matters.  Most of the title has now been replaced by other county, Board of Health (BOH) or state regulations, as shown in Exhibit 1 below.

	Not obsolete or superseded.  Proposed Ordinance 2010-0212 maintains this chapter in Title 8.  Directs Public Health Prevention Division to secure authorization from Medical Examiner's Office for disposition of unclaimed indigent remains, including payment for disposition services (cremation, funeral), invoice processing, and distribution of disposition records. 


Except for Chapter 8.64, all chapters in King County Code Title 8 are no longer relevant or have been superseded by other county or other jurisdiction regulations.  As such, Chapter 8.64, which covers disposition of remains of indigent persons, is not repealed by the proposed legislation.  
REASONABLENESS
Council staff has completed its review of this legislation.  Unless the committee has any further questions, it would be a reasonable and prudent business decision to take action at this time.
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
