"Programmatic and fiscal audits of participating agencies will include a site visit to each provider at least once every year.  The site visits will examine both fiscal and programmatic aspects of program implementation.  The fiscal component of each site visit will include, but not be limited to providers’ internal controls, the analysis of audited financial statements and sample testing of specific expenditures related to King County funded programs.  The programmatic component will include, but not be limited to client eligibility, achievement of contracted outcomes, and client data quality. In addition, as part of annual audits conducted by the State Auditor’s Office, the State has the authority to select specific pass-through entities for review."
EFFECT: Would specify the types of financial and programmatic controls to be implemented.
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
