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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:   MOTION relating to the organization of the council, electing the chair of the council for the year 2004 and designating the chair of certain committees.
BACKGROUND:
The Legislative Branch of King County is created by Article 2 of the King County Charter.  Article 2 states that the Legislative Branch shall be composed of the Metropolitan King County Council.

Section 220.30 Organization of the Charter states that the Council shall elect one of its members as chairmen.  It further states that the Council shall be responsible for its own organization.
The Council establishes its organizational structure by motion, typically every one or two years.  The organizational structure of the Council includes:  chair and vice-chair of the council, chair and vice-chairs of committees, and membership on committees.  The organizational structure of the Council also includes the names, responsibilities and meeting times of committees.  Also covered are various administrative issues and procedural items.

The complete organizational structure may be adopted in parts via separate motions, i.e. establish a chair of the council first, then committee chairs, then membership on committees.

SUMMARY:

Proposed Motion 2003-0533 would amend the Council’s organizational motion by naming a new Chair of the Council and Committee-of-the-Whole (COW).  Per K.C.C. 1.24.015  Rule 2:  Powers and duties of the chair – the chair of the council shall preside over the Committee-of-the-Whole.
