SUBJECT:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of John Barnett, who resides in council district eleven, to the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging.

The Executive has appointed John Barnett to a two-year term on the Seattle-King County Advisory Council on Aging, expiring December 31, 2006.
