Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am submitting for your approval, on an accelerated basis, an ordinance approving the 2002 alterations to election precincts for King County.  The law requires that annual precinct adjustments be presented to the Council for adoption and to the County Executive for approval prior to the statutory deadline of June 21, 2002.  We are pleased to present the adjustments to precincts due to decennial redistricting.  These adjustments are technical in nature and reflect district boundary changes.

These alterations are proposed pursuant to state law and the King County Code (RCW 29.04.040-050 and KCC 1.12.010) which require the adjustment or alteration of precincts as an ongoing responsibility for the following reasons:

· To level precincts to keep them within the sizes prescribed by state law and King County Council policy; and

· To accommodate the convenience of the voters as proposed by petition, voter comments or election official recommendations.

· The result of State and County redistricting based on the decennial census.

Each year, prior to the cut-off date for precinct boundary changes, which is at least one month prior to the commencement of the annual candidate filing period, the Manager of the Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division submits for Council approval a summary of the precinct boundary alterations accumulated since the previous year.

Most of the alterations this year are the result of precinct boundary adjustments due to mandated redistricting.  The cost of making the alterations was included in the budget for the Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division.  These precinct alterations affect the boundary descriptions of the District Court electoral districts; therefore, an amending ordinance, as provided by K.C.C. 1.12.010.F, is required.

If approved, the proposed ordinance will authorize the precinct boundary alterations described in the attachment to the ordinance.  The ordinance and attachment then become an amendment to the official list of County election precincts.

Copies of the precinct alterations in each Council District in which the alterations occur are being provided to the respective Councilmembers.  This material will include precinct maps graphically displaying the boundary alterations.

I recommend that the Council approve this ordinance.
