SUBJECT:  Update on Implementation of the Juvenile Justice Operational Master Plan (JJOMP) and Related Initiatives.
SUMMARY:  Judge Patricia Clark, Chief Judge of the King County Juvenile Court, will lead a briefing of the committee on progress in implementing the recommendations and achieving the goals of the JJOMP.  At the April 17 meeting, the committee heard a report about how the $255,000 the Council made available for new JJOMP-related services is being used.  That report was required by proviso.  In this briefing Judge Clark and others will provide a more complete report on JJOMP accomplishments to date as well as the full range of current efforts to continue progress in reducing youth crime and involvement in the criminal justice system.  
Judge Clark will cover trends in referral and detention rates, including the issue of racial disproportionality, and then introduce a discussion of the goals and strategies being implemented in partnership with others.  These partnerships include:
· Human Services Framework Policies/Recommendations Report – An effort lead by Community and Human Services to pull together CX funded health and human services for youth around the goal of reducing involvement in crime and the criminal justice system.   This involves the Community Services Division, Children & Family Commission and Public Health.
· Reclaiming Futures – A grant funded, demonstration program to develop a more effective, better integrated treatment model for youth with significant substance abuse and/or mental health needs, involving their families and communities.  This is a partnership between Juvenile Court and Community and Human Services.
· Reinvesting in Youth – A partnership of Seattle, the county, suburban cities and private foundations with the mission of fostering system reforms that place greater emphasis on prevention and intervention measures that build strengths in children and youth before they get into serious trouble.
