This letter transmits two ordinances that will enable King County to sell a portion of the Summit Pit property located in Maple Valley to the Tahoma School District (TSD) in support of the provision of King County operations and services. The first ordinance requests Council approval of the Purchase and Sale Agreement. The second ordinance seeks appropriation approval for this transaction. TSD would like to complete construction of a new high school by the opening of the 2017 school year and have requested closing by the end of 2014.
This transaction is recommended per the rationale and considerations provided in the attached property summary. Pursuant to KCC 4.56.140 and RCW 39.33.020 this proposed intergovernmental transfer of surplus real property requires public notice, a press release and a public hearing. The public notice requirement directs an advertisement for 10 days and not more than 25 days in an area newspaper. A press release and hearing notice are attached.
Sale of this property furthers the goals of the King County Strategic Plan by exercising good financial stewardship and planning for the long-term sustainability of King County services. It also supports implementation of the Comprehensive Plan by siting schools in the urban area.
