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On March 27, 2006 the GMNR Committee amended proposed ordinance 2007-0092, removing all references to the Eastside Rail Trail Project.  The ordinance was approved as amended.
SUBJECT
Proposed Ordinance 2007-0092 would allow King County to enter into interlocal agreements or amendments to interlocal agreements with 10 local cities for Conservation Futures Tax levy funds.

BACKGROUND
Conservation Futures Tax levy (CFT) funds are collected throughout King County as a dedicated portion of the property tax and by statute are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  King County Code 26.12 defines the process and criteria for the annual allocation of conservation futures tax levy funds. CFT funding allocations are made annually by Council through the budget process, based on recommendations from the Executive and the 16-member King County Conservation Futures Citizens Committee.  

SUMMARY

The adopted annual budget authorizes the use of the CFT funds for specific open space and resource acquisitions.  In order to transfer the acquisition funds, King County must enter into an interlocal agreement (ILA) with the participating city or cities.  If King County has already entered into an ILA with the city for previous CFT acquisitions, the existing ILA must be amended to include the additional project.  The amendment describes the project and provides the funding allocation.  The ILA defines the terms and conditions governing the use of the funds and the county’s and cities’ responsibilities in implementing the project. 

PROPOSE ORDINANCE 2007-0092
Proposed Ordinance 2007-0092 authorizes the Executive to amend the ILA with the cities of Bellevue, Burien, Duvall, Federal Way, Issaquah, Kent, Lake Forest Park, Seattle and Shoreline and enter into a new interlocal agreement with Normandy Park to support acquisition of 22 open space projects and disburse specified amounts of CFT funds to the cities.  The CFT projects contained in the proposed ordinance were most recently presented to the Growth Management and Natural Resources Committee in September 2006 and funding for those projects was allocated by the Council in the 2007 Adopted Budget (15652), the 2006 1st Quarter CIP Omnibus (15555), the 2005 3rd Quarter CIP Omnibus (15295) and the 2004 Adopted Budget (14797).  Approval of proposed Ordinance 2007-0092 would implement the policy objectives established in the aforementioned budget ordinances.
The CFT projects descriptions are summarized in the table below:
