NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 28th day of June, 2010, at 1:30 p.m. to consider adoption of Proposed  Ordinance No. 2010-0350, relating to banning the sale and discharge of fireworks in the city of Kirkland's Finn Hill/Juanita/Kingsgate annexation area.  
Summary
The proposed ordinance would ban the sale and discharge of fireworks in the city of Kirkland's Finn Hill/Juanita/Kingsgate annexation area to take effect prior to the July 4 holiday in 2011.  The City of Kirkland has requested that King County adopt a ban on the sale and discharge of all fireworks in the Finn Hill/Juanita/Kingsgate potential annexation area in time for the ban to take effect at or around July 1, 2011, so that the fireworks regulations for the proposed annexation area conform to those of the city.  This legislation would declare an emergency allowing for the ban to be in effect in time for the July 4th holiday in 2011 as required by state statute.
