Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am pleased to transmit to the Council an ordinance authorizing King County to enter into an agreement with the City of Enumclaw regarding the operation of the Enumclaw Pool during the first quarter of 2003.  This arrangement will keep the pool from closing in December 2002.  

In February 2003, the City will put before its voters a ballot measure to increase property taxes through a levy lid lift for the purpose of creating additional revenues to fund the Enumclaw pool.  If the ballot measure is successful, the County will transfer to the City in March title to the pool.  Because of the Pool’s important recreational value in the Enumclaw community, the City requested the County keep the Pool open until the results of the election are known.  Pursuant to the terms of the attached agreement, the City will fully compensate the County for continued Pool operation.

I believe this agreement is in the best interests of King County pool users and taxpayers as it will allow the pool to remain open as the City and interest community groups work toward establishing a long-term funding solution for the Enumclaw Pool.
