Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

I am transmitting for the King County Council’s consideration, a motion and ordinance for the creation of Road Improvement District 131 (RID 131).  The motion establishes the intent of the Council to create the RID and set a date for a public hearing on the formation of the RID.  The proposed ordinance creates RID 131, orders the improvements, authorizes interim financing, and confirms the assessment roll against the properties within said district.

RID 131 will provide for the construction of NE 138th Place from 62nd Avenue NE to 
65th Avenue NE and 64th Place NE from NE 138th Place, south to the end of the road.  The project is located within Council District 11.  The property owners and King County will jointly fund the improvements within RID 131 from the enhanced RID participation project fund.  Property owners have submitted petitions containing 67% of the required signatures in favor of being assessed for the improvements.  The motions sets in process the notification requirement to all property owners within RID 131, whether or not they have signed the petition, leading to the public hearing.

I recommend that the Council approve this motion and ordinance.
