SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2023-0381 would confirm the appointment of Leann Krainick, who resides in Council District 9, to the King County Agriculture Commission for a partial term to expire on February 28, 2025.

Proposed Motion 2023-0382 would confirm the appointment of Hina Khan, who resides in Council District 3, to the King County Agriculture Commission for a partial term to expire on February 28, 2025.

Proposed Motion 2023-0384 would confirm the appointment of Stacey Smith, who resides in Council District 3, to the King County Agriculture Commission for a partial term to expire on February 28, 2025.


BACKGROUND 

The Agriculture Commission was created in 1994[footnoteRef:1] to serve as a forum for farmers to provide input on land use decisions, policies and regulations affecting commercial agriculture. The Commission’s mission is to “actively influence regional policy to preserve and enhance agricultural land; support and promote a viable agricultural community; and educate the public about the benefits of local agricultural products.”   [1:  Ordinance 11417] 


The Commission consists of 15 volunteer members, of which eight must be producers engaged in the business of producing an agricultural commodity for market in commercial quantities. Members serve three-year terms. 

King County Code 2.40.040 outlines the duties of the Agriculture Commission, which is asked to advise the Council and Executive on agricultural policies and programs, including, but not limited to:

· Existing and proposed legislation and regulations affecting commercial agriculture;
· Land use issues that affect agriculture; 
· Ways to maintain, enhance and promote agriculture and agricultural products in the region; and
· Livestock regulation implementation and monitoring.  

APPOINTEE INFORMATION

Leann Krainick was previously on the King County Agriculture Commission from 2015 to 2021, serves on the Washington Dairy Council Board, the King-Pierce Farm Bureau Board, and the National Milk Producer's Federation. Leann Krainick is the owner of Krainick Dairy, a dairy farm in Enumclaw. 

Hina Khan is the owner of Henna Blueberry Farm, a U-pick blueberry farm in Carnation, which she started with her husband in 2003. Hina manages the farm stand, sales at the farmers market and the production of value-added products.

Stacey Smith works at Harvold Berry Farm in Carnation as an office administrator, social media manager and farm helper. Harvold Berry Farm is a U-pick farm that grows a variety of berries and vegetables. 

ANALYSIS

Staff has not identified any issues with the proposed appointments. They appear to be consistent with the requirements of the K.C.C. Chapter 2.40.
