SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Louise Miller, who resides in council district three, as chair to the King County Board of Ethics.
SUMMARY

The Executive has appointed Louise Miller to a partial term on the King County Board of Ethics, expiring on May 31, 2011.
Louise Miller graduated with a Bachelor of Arts degree in music from San Jose State University in 1966. She taught music in Seattle schools and had a private music studio for many years. Louise started her political career in 1978 when she was elected a Woodinville Water/Sewer Commissioner. She then served 11 years in the State House of Representatives and eight years on the King County Council, retiring at the end of her second term in December 2001. Currently Louise is a board member of the Seattle Center Foundation, a vice president of the Seattle Opera Board of Trustees and a co-chair of the Mainstream Republicans.

BACKGROUND

Pursuant to KCC 3.04.090, the Board of Ethics was created to insure proper implementation of the code of ethics and to investigate and report on conflicts of interest.   Membership consists of five members, each serving a term of three years.  Two members are nominated by the county executive and two by the county council and the fifth member, serving as chairman, is nominated by the four existing members. Board members are appointed by the county executive and confirmed by the county council.  Ms. Miller was appointed to the Board of Ethics in July of this year and has been an active participant on the Board since that time.
