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SUBJECT
A briefing on Housing Reports in Response to 2019-2020 Budget Provisos P2, P3, P4 and P5.

SUMMARY:
The Regional Policy Committee’s has requested briefings on transmittals related to homelessness and regional affordable housing strategies. The Executive has transmitted 4 reports on these topics in response to 2019-2020 budget provisos P2, P3, P4 and P5. Each of these reports have been briefed in the Health, Housing, and Human Services Committee. 


1. Proposed Motion No. 2019‑0116: A MOTION approving the Modular Dorm Plan in compliance with Ordinance 18835, Section 101, Proviso P5.

The Modular Dorm plan (Attachment 2) describes bringing 20 modular dormitory units to King County with the intent to temporarily house individuals experiencing homelessness. As required in the proviso, the plan includes information on the proposed locations for the units, the configuration of the units at each location as known to date, the budget and the timeline for beginning operations. The proviso also requests a description of efforts completed or planned to seek public input from communities where the dorm units may be placed. 


2. Proposed Motion No. 2019‑0118: A MOTION approving the TOD Preservation and Acquisition Plan in compliance with Ordinance 18835, Section 101, Proviso P2.

The Transit Oriented Development (TOD) Preservation and Acquisition Plan (Attachment 4) describes how staff from the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) worked closely with King County Housing Authority (KCHA) to identify housing opportunities at risk of increased rents or redevelopment, or properties located in High Opportunity Communities. KCHA identified three acquisitions that meet its affordable housing mission and the stipulations and requirements in Proviso 2. 

1. Riverstone Apartments (308 units): Located in Federal Way. 

2. Kirkland Heights (180 units): Located in Kirkland.

3. Juanita View (94 units): Located in Kirkland.


3. Proposed Motion No. 2019‑0119: A MOTION approving the Housing Investment Plan and Housing Engagement Plan in compliance with Ordinance 18835, Section 101, Proviso P4.

The Housing Investment Plan (Attachment 7) proposes to spend $1.5 million dollars on the modular dorm plan and calls for any additional funds received from short-term lodging tax revenues be held, and expenditures would then be contingent on a priority-setting process that will engage Council and be approved through a supplemental budget appropriation. 

The Housing Engagement Plan (Attachment 7) is focused on improving coordination between the Executive and Legislative branches with regard to planning and funding regional housing and homelessness responses, and proposes a number of steps to build collaboration. An annual priority-setting meeting will establish shared priorities for the year’s housing-related procurements. Under the proposed plan, Councilmembers and Council staff will have a greater role in stakeholder meetings, reviewing draft Requests for Proposals and participating on review panels as non-voting members. All Councilmembers will receive information on final award decisions prior to award notification.


4. Proposed Motion No. 2019‑0138: A MOTION approving the TOD Geographic Allocation Plan in compliance with Ordinance 18835, Section 101, Proviso P3.

This is an allocation plan (Attachment 9) for $30 million in TOD funds and it includes a proposal to prioritize projects near existing or planned light rail stations, a proposal to prioritize projects for which cities will provide a local match, and a timeline for implementing the plan. In making investment decisions, the plan calls for King County to adhere to Expenditure Restriction 7 in the 2019-2020 budget which apportioned the funds as follows: $8 million each for South King County, North King County and East King County, and $6 million for Seattle.
