SUBJECT

AN ORDINANCE relating to the public safety advisory committee; and amending Ordinance 19249, Section 1, as amended.

SUMMARY

[bookmark: _Hlk96000980]The proposed ordinance would amend Ordinance 19249, which established the Public Safety Advisory Committee (PSAC), in order to replace Brian Wilson with Regan Bolli as a contract city representative and allow PSAC members to be replaced by motion. Currently, committee members who resign or are otherwise unable to serve on the committee must be replaced by ordinance. Replacement members would need to be selected by the same persons/entities that selected the initial committee members and would need to represent the same communities and/or expertise as the members they are replacing. 

BACKGROUND 

In November 2020, the voters of King County approved Charter Amendment No.5, returning the King County sheriff to an appointed position with a requirement for consideration of community stakeholder input during the selection, appointment and confirmation process to be prescribed by county ordinance.

Adopted by the Council in March 2021, Ordinance 19249 established a Public Safety Advisory Committee consisting of thirteen members, including individuals from various stakeholder communities representing the geographic, ethnic and economic diversity of the King County Sheriff’s Office's (KCSO) service area and those with expertise in law enforcement reform. The committee is charged with two distinct bodies of work: (1) to engage with and receive input from stakeholder communities to provide guidance to the Council and the Executive in the selection, appointment and confirmation process for appointing a new Sheriff; and (2) to solicit input on the values stakeholder communities hold for how law enforcement services should be provided and the ways the county could improve the delivery of law enforcement services. 

Of the thirteen committee members, the Council and the Executive each selected one committee member representing overpoliced communities, rural unincorporated communities, urban unincorporated communities and persons with knowledge of, or experience with, law enforcement reform. Two committee members were selected by the King County Contract Oversight Committee to represent cities who contract with the KCSO, for law enforcement services. The Puget Sound Police Managers Association and the King County Police Officers Guild each selected one member from their respective organizations to the committee. Finally, the Community Committee for Law Enforcement Oversight also select one member to represent its’ organization on the advisory committee. 

Under Ordinance 19249, the PSAC was to deliver a report to the Executive and Council by July 1, 2021, detailing the committee's efforts to fulfill its responsibilities, interview candidates for Sheriff identified by the Executive and attend a meeting of the Committee of the Whole to provide its input on the candidate selected by the Executive for the position of Sheriff. The PSAC and the establishing ordinance will expire upon confirmation of a new Sheriff.  

In July 2021, the Council adopted Ordinance 19313 which amended Ordinance 19249 and made several changes to the PSAC, including: 
· Added Patrick Butschli as the representative for the Puget Sound Police Managers Association who replaced Stan Seo on the committee; 
· Changed the due date for the committee's report from July 1, 2021, to September 30, 2021; and
· Increased the maximum limit of compensation to $3,900 to accommodate for the eight additional meetings which will occur with the report date being pushed back to September.

ANALYSIS

Proposed Ordinance 2022-0069 would amend Ordinance 19249 for the second time since its adoption in March 2021. The proposed ordinance would add Regan Bolli to Attachment A as a PSAC member representing cities contracting with KCSO for law enforcement services and replacing Brian Wilson who resigned from the committee earlier this year. Mr. Bolli is the City Manager for the City of Covington. 

Currently, Ordinance 19249 requires PSAC members to be listed in an attachment to the ordinance (Attachment A) and does not include a process to replace members who resign or become permanently unable to serve on the committee, except by ordinance.  

The proposed ordinance would also establish a process whereby PSAC members who resign or become permanently unable to serve on the committee are replaced by individuals approved by Council motion. Any future replacement members would need to be selected by the same persons/entities that selected the initial committee members and would need to represent the same communities and/or expertise as the members they are replacing.
