RESOLUTION 2013-1
A RESOLUTION recommending the Amended and Restated Solid Waste Interlocal Agreement between King County and Cities.

WHEREAS, the Forum Interlocal Agreement Scope of Responsibilities and subsequent Addendum established a role for the Regional Policy Committee, acting as the Solid Waste Interlocal Forum, to “review and comment on alternatives and recommendations for the King County comprehensive solid waste management plan and facilitate a review and/or approval of the plan by each jurisdiction” and to “review and comment on subsequent proposed interlocal agreements between King County and Cities for planning, waste recycling and reduction, and waste stream control.”
WHEREAS, Ordinance 14971, approved by the King County Council in 2004, provided for the establishment of the Metropolitan Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee (MSWMAC) and the Interjurisdictional Technical Staff Group, which have worked collaboratively with the Solid Waste Advisory Committee, the Regional Policy Committee, and the Solid Waste Division on solid waste planning and policy, with primary focus on upgrade of the regional transfer network; and
WHEREAS, the MSWMAC and the Solid Waste Division produced four iterative planning reports that addressed key concerns and recommended appropriate policy direction, leading to the preparation of a final system upgrade plan, and 
WHEREAS, the MSWMAC and the Solid Waste Division developed, reviewed and endorsed the Solid Waste Transfer and Waste Management Plan, which was reviewed and approved by the Regional Policy Committee and the County Council in 2007 (Ordinance 15979), and
            WHEREAS, the transfer system upgrade approved by the Plan was anticipated to be supported by a revenue base that features long-term participation of the parties in the regional solid waste system, to allow for repayment of capital costs over a longer period of time than allowed under the current ILA to mitigate rate impacts of such financing, and 
WHEREAS, the transfer station improvements, as they may be modified from time to time, are necessary for the continued reliable and cost effective operation of the system, and
WHEREAS, the parties have worked, over an extended period, to develop a set of principles and common understanding of the benefits of updated interlocal agreements that address critical issues pertaining to policy development and operations of  the regional solid waste system; including but not limited to: providing an extension to allow long term financing to keep rates lower, protection of city and county general funds from long term environmental liability, governance and recognition of the role of the Municipal Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee or its successor, the comprehensive planning approval process and ratification, emergency planning, facility mitigation, landfill rent, promulgation of financial policies, dispute resolution and mediation. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Regional Policy Committee, serving as the Solid Waste Interlocal Forum: 
1. The attached Amended and Restated Solid Waste Interlocal Agreement between King County and Cities is recommended to all component cities and the members of the County Council.
