STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:
Today, the Budget and Fiscal Management Committee will review the 1st Quarter Operating Omnibus ordinance making supplemental appropriations and technical corrections to operating budgets in the 2004 adopted budget. This item is for discussion only.
SUMMARY: 
This ordinance authorizes additional appropriations totaling $1.7 million and 8.33 FTEs (full-time equivalents) to CX (Current Expense) and non-CX agencies. Table 1 below shows a summary listing of the agencies and the dollar amounts requested in each category. For each category, the staff report itemizes the changes proposed by agency and project.

2.0 FTEs

The city of Shoreline has requested that an additional deputy be assigned to their city at an annual cost of $113,699 for 2004. Additionally, North Bend and Burien have requested that half-time sergeants be increased to full-time duty for a total cost of $140,764. These requests for additional police services were received too late in 2003 to be included in the Executive’s proposed 2004 budget (Attachments 3, 4 and 5 are letters from each city to Sheriff Reichert requesting these additional services). This supplemental appropriation is fully revenue-backed by the three contract cities; the amount is based on the Sheriff’s costing model and reflects salary and benefits plus any one-time costs associated with outfitting a new officer. 
Cable Communications Office
$258,000
Executive Contingency
($258,000)


The Executive is proposing to use $258,000 of his $2 million Executive Contingency in the CX Fund to support a renegotiation and renewal process of the county’s cable franchise agreement with Comcast. Funds would be appropriated in the Cable Communications Office’s budget for costs associated with outside legal counsel and community survey work ($175,000) and research/contract work performed by the PAO (Prosecuting Attorney’s Office) ($63,000). King County’s current franchise with Comcast expires on February 16, 2005. The process for renewing a franchise agreement usually takes 18 to 24 months due to public outreach requirements and can typically cost $250,000 to $350,000. NOTE: There is a current proposal before the Council (Proposed Ordinance 2002-0556) to extend the Comcast franchise agreement for five years to 2010, which if adopted, would terminate the need for a renegotiation process. The Council has two options: either move forward with a renewal process and adopt this supplemental request or adopt Proposed Ordinance 2002-0556 extending the current franchise agreement which would not require this supplemental request. 
Community Services Division 
$217,262

The Community Services Division of the Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) is requesting $217,262 in additional appropriation authority to support the Reinvesting in Youth program. Reinvesting in Youth is a county-wide partnership of county and city governments, foundations and community representatives that seek to increase the health of youth and families, reduce juvenile crime, reduce incarceration, save public monies, and reduce the disproportional involvement of youth of color in the juvenile justice system. This request supplements a $59,000 contract with Reinvesting in Youth adopted in the 2004 budget.
The Reinvesting in Youth program has secured these funds; the city of Seattle acts as the fiscal agent to distribute funds to the county on a reimbursement basis. These particular funds will support youth and family services in south Seattle and south King County.  
MHCADS/Alcoholism and Substance Abuse
$1,252,650

The 2004 adopted appropriation in the MHCADS (Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services)/Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Fund is $18,379,361. Most of this amount comes from state and federal grants and $2.7 million comes from CX.  
DCHS is requesting appropriation authority for two state grants totaling $1.25 million: the first is a $709,773 state “pass through” grant from the federal Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration for drug and alcohol intervention and treatment services. Funds will be used to hire five Chemical Dependency professionals at the Harborview Medical Center (HMC) emergency room who will screen incoming trauma patients for alcohol or drug use, provide appropriate intervention services and refer patients to treatment programs. Five trauma hospitals throughout the state (SW Medical Center Vancouver, Tacoma General, Providence Everett, Sacred Heart Spokane, HMC) are participating in the program. The goals of the program are to: provide substance abuse screening in trauma centers, deliver brief interventions in trauma centers, provide brief treatment on an outpatient basis, increase the number of referrals to community-based chemical dependency treatment facilities, reduce subsequent impacts on emergency rooms, and improve substance abuse services to individuals.  

The second grant is a contract with the state for State Grant in Aid funds totaling $542,877 for the provision of adult and youth substance abuse treatment services in the community. 
Noxious Weed Control Program
$15,000

The 2004 appropriation for the Noxious Weed Control program is $1.1 million which is derived from a county-wide, per-parcel fee of $1.50 plus $0.09 cents per acre. A $15,000 grant has been awarded to the county program by the state Department of Ecology to fund the eradication/control of the noxious weed, Brazilian Elodea, from Lake Dolloff in south King County.  A local match of $1,875 will be provided through existing budget authority in the Noxious Weed Control fund. The county applied for this grant in October 2003 and received an award letter in January 2004. The work will consist of surveys, weed mat installation and community education. This is a multi-year grant. Brazilian Elodea is an aquarium plant, although its sale in Washington State is illegal. Infestations can interfere with the lake’s recreational uses.

Parks and Recreation

0.33 FTE

The 2004 adopted Parks and Recreation budget totals $19.4 million with 159.93 FTEs. The Parks Division is requesting a 0.33 FTE increase to make a part-time maintenance position full-time. This is an FTE increase only, the cost of which will be absorbed within existing appropriation authority.
TECHNICAL CORRECTIONS
Grants Fund

6.0 FTEs
The 2004 adopted appropriation in the Grants Fund is $24.9 million with 75 FTEs. The Grants Fund collects and tracks all grant revenues awarded to CX agencies (with the exception of the Sheriff’s Office). This request reinstates 6.0 FTEs that were inadvertently omitted in the 2004 budget. The 6.0 FTEs are fully revenue-backed by a Community Organizing Program (COP) grant totaling $373,530 (not to be confused with the Sheriff’s Office COPS grant). The county DCHS has received this grant annually from the state Department of Community, Trade and Economic Development for the last 15 years to fund early intervention and substance abuse and violence prevention programs for youth. The 6.0 FTEs were removed from the Grants Fund during the Executive Proposed phase of the 2004 budget preparation. This request is for FTE authority only.
