Subject:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Jerry Saltzman, who resides in council district five, to the King County Board of Ethics.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed Jerry Saltzman to a three-year term on the King County Board of Ethics, expiring January 31, 2006.

Mr. Saltzman is a resident of Seattle and council district five.  He was an instructor at Cascadia Community College from March 2001 to June 2002 were he taught courses in Philosophy: Philosophical Questions, Ethics and Social Problems, Critical Thinking.  Mr. Saltzman also worked as a Psychotherapist in a private practice from 1974 through 2002.

The King County Board of Ethics is composed of no more than five members, appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by the Council.  Members serve three year terms.
