2. Chinook Building – Native American tribe and salmon species
3. Citizens’ Center – represents the “past, current and future generations”
4. Coretta King Center – civil rights worker and MLK Jr.’s wife
5. Denny Building – a founding family of Seattle
6. Doc Maynard Building – David Maynard, Seattle’s first physician and responsible for naming the city after Chief Seattle
7. Dorothy Bullitt Building – radio and television pioneer who founding KING Broadcasting
8. Dorothy Hollingsworth Building – first African American woman on Seattle School Board, first director of Head Start
9. Duwamish Building – one of the original Native American tribes of King County
10. Horace Cayton Building – ex-slave who started Seattle Republic newspaper in 1894
11. Martin Luther King Jr. Building – county’s namesake and civil rights leader
12. Moran Building – Robert Moran, early Seattle mayor and shipbuilder
13. People’s Building – will house services to help the people of King County
14. Puget Complex – for Puget Sound
15. Tyree Scott Building – local civil rights worker and poet who died in 2003
