Dear Councilmember Phillips
I am transmitting for your review and approval the proposed 1st Quarter Omnibus Capital Improvement Project (CIP) ordinance.  The net budget authority request in this ordinance is $3,158,431 involving project budget authority in eight capital funds.    
1st Quarter Omnibus Items

Conservation Futures Sub-fund (Fund 3151) - $0

315126 Holder Creek/Issaquah Creek - ($159,000)

This request disappropriates funds to acquire development rights and riparian corridor at the confluence of Issaquah, Carey, and Holder creeks.  The request transfers funds to a project with a similar project with a slightly different scope (315163 Issaquah/Carey/Holder Creek Confluence).  The Conservation Futures Citizen Overview Committee has reviewed and approved transfer of these funds.  
315163 Issaquah/Carey/Holder Creek Confluence - $159,000
This request appropriates funds to acquire development rights and riparian corridor at the confluence of Issaquah, Carey, and Holder creeks.  The funds come from those remaining in a similar project with a slightly different scope (315126 – Holder Creek).  This is a high priority for WRIA 8 salmon protection and the Conservation Futures Citizen Overview Committee has reviewed and approved transfer of these funds from project 315126.  This action allows completion of the purchase by June. 
Housing Opportunity (Fund 3220) - $300,000

322200 Housing Projects - $300,000

The 2005 Adopted Budget for the Veterans Services Program includes $300,000 to be transferred to the Housing Opportunity Fund (HOF) to support the development of transitional and permanent housing for homeless veterans.  This revenue appears in the HOF 2005 Adopted Budget financial plan.  The CIP expenditure appropriation for HOF did not include appropriation authority for Homeless Veterans Transitional and Permanent Housing.  Fund managers for HOF are unable to award funds to qualifying housing projects without the additional $300,000 in expenditure authority.   

SWM CIP Non-Bond Sub-fund (Fund 3292) - $160,000
0K1881 Taylor Creek WS-DOT - $160,000
The County is finalizing an agreement with WS-DOT for restoration of Taylor Creek as part of a mitigation requirement.  The salmon bearing creek is being restored from a roadside ditch to a natural stream channel.  This request appropriates authority for the WSDOT revenue to be spent by the end of this year.  

OS KC Non Bond Fund Sub-fund (Fund 3522) - $1,822,264

041354 Shaw-Lansburg - $376,264

This request appropriates authority for a newly awarded SRFB grant to acquire high priority properties along the Cedar River (041354 – Shaw-Lansburg) to preserve habitat for salmon and other species.  The acquisition priorities are set by the Cedar River Council.  The 15% matching funds are available in project 352305 - Cedar River Legacy.

352306 Cedar River HCP Grant - $1,455,000

This request appropriates authority for a newly awarded US Fish & Wildlife grant to acquire high priority properties along the Cedar River (project # 352306).  As required by the grant, the acquisitions are complementary to the City of Seattle's habitat conservation plan for salmon protection in the Cedar River watershed.  Matching funds are available in multiple projects in fund 3151 and 3522 (315103 - Cedar Legacy/ESA Federal Match and 352305 – Cedar River Legacy and 041354 – Shaw - Lansburg).

IT Capital Equipment Replacement (Fund 3761) - ($462,000)

376101 Department IT Equipment Replacement - ($462,600)

The Department IT Equipment Replacement fund is a new capital fund, created during the 2005 budget process.  It has been determined that the expenditures for IT equipment replacement should be included in an operating fund instead of a capital fund as proposed in the 2005 budget.  The amount of budget authority proposed for disappropriation in this ordinance is proposed for appropriation in the 2005 first quarter operating omnibus ordinance.
Building Repair and Replacement Fund (Fund 3951) – $1,122,516

395335 NRF Buildings Demolition - $700,000

The project provides for the demolition of 1940's era buildings, housing the King County Rehabilitation Facility, located in the City of Shoreline, on the State of Washington's Fircrest Campus.  This supplemental request is in response to the State of Washington’s request that the County include in its construction contract for the NRF demolition, the demolition of several other buildings on the campus.  This request provides for the appropriation authority to support the cost of that work, which will be reimbursed by the State.  

395549 Records & Elections Planning - $70,000

The supplemental request is in support of the analysis and evaluation for a unified and single location of the Elections facility.  The funding will provide for the due diligence of alternative locations and sites and for the required special studies such as parking alternatives.  The request is partially revenue backed by an interfund transfer of $45,000 from Records and Elections.

395550 Northeast District Court Tenant Improvements - $136,265

The Prosecutor, the Public Defender and District Court are in agreement to centralize the state criminal case hearings into three locations throughout the County (Seattle Courthouse/Redmond/and the South end (targeting the RJC)) with the expectation of improved prosecutorial and defense services at earlier points in the proceedings and improved practices throughout the processing of County criminal caseload.  The supplemental request provides funding for the required tenant improvements at the Redmond District Court to accommodate that facility’s portion of the consolidation.

395551 KCCF West Wing First Floor - $216,251

This project is in keeping with previous discussions with Council staff regarding opportunities that would be found during the OMP project which would provide operational flexibility and cost savings and that there would be initial startup cost associated with them.  

The project includes improvements to floor control, circulation patterns and the interview areas.  It will provide one new interview room and relocate the existing interview room within the secure perimeter of the floor.  The project will also revise circulation pattern, provide additional camera locations and door control to allow flexible operational scenarios in the future.  The work involves demolition of the existing floor control station, speakers, casework, safety deposit boxes, gun lockers and interview room.
