Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
The current appropriated funding for the Harborview Bond Project provides sufficient funds for design and UW managed project costs, only through the end of June 2003.  It was intended that once the Initial Program Plan was approved, an additional appropriation request would be made to cover costs through another logical time period that would be within the funds available from the Initial Bond Issuance.  Attached, is a summary of the next phase request of $12,545,000 that would accommodate projected category costs through the end of calendar year 2004. 

This additional request totals $12,545,000 for the three identified projects and includes $150,000 to be available for services from the Independent Design Consultant.  The project appropriation requests are consistent with the total Initial Program Plan budgets and are within the $28.7 million available from the 1st Bond Sale.  The Bond Sale Schedule continues to plan for the second and final bond sale in March 2004.  Subsequent to that sale, appropriation of project funds for the remainder of the project will be requested.
