Dear Councilmember Sullivan:

The purpose of this letter is to transmit a motion adopting the 2003 Facilities Master Plan (FMP) for the First Northeast Transfer Station in Shoreline.  The 2003 FMP is an update of the 1994 FMP and is consistent with the King County 2001 Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan’s policy RTS-12, which designates the First Northeast Transfer Station as capable of being expanded on-site.  Accompanying the motion is the draft 2003 FMP.  The draft FMP will be finalized after all comments are received from the Council, the City of Shoreline, and the public.

The 1994 FMP contained Facility Requirements and Criteria that are in many ways unchanged in the 2003 FMP update.  However, the 2003 FMP does respond to new or updated criteria resulting from a number of factors, including the incorporation of the City of Shoreline, the listing of wild Puget Sound Chinook salmon as a threatened species, the advent of new stormwater regulations, and the update of the 2001 Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan. 

The updated Facility Requirements and Criteria contains additional design criteria that preserves and enhances the Thornton Creek stream corridor, includes more extensive stormwater treatment facilities, provides for the collection of additional recyclable materials, and offers new opportunities, through property acquisition and cooperation with Metro-Transit, to better buffer residential neighbors from site activity.  In total, more than fifteen different scheme variations were developed and evaluated prior to arriving at the Preferred Alternative Plan.  
Solid Waste Division staff in the Department of Natural Resources and Parks is available to brief Councilmembers and staff at your convenience, and would be pleased to answer any questions that you have about the 2003 FMP.
