On March 3, 2006 the Law, Justice and Human Services Committee heard this proposed motion to confirm the executive’s appointment of Nancy Dow-Witherbee to the King County Mental Health Advisory Board.  The Committee reviewed and amended the motion to reflect the County’s new district boundaries in which Ms. Dow-Witherbee now resides in Council district six.  The Committee adopted Proposed Motion 2005-0246 and gave a DO PASS CONSENT Recommendation to the amended version of the motion.
Subject:

A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of Nancy Dow-Witherbee, who resides in council district six, to the King County Mental Health Advisory Board.

Summary:

The Executive has appointed Nancy Dow-Witherbee to a partial term on the King County Mental Health Advisory Board, expiring June 30, 2007.

Ms. Dow-Witherbee is a resident of Bellevue and Council district six.  She is a graduate of the University of California and Michigan where she received a Bachelor of Science Degree in Psychology.  Ms. Dow-Witherbee is currently a Program Operations Specialist for Harborview Mental Health Services.

The 17 member Mental Health Advisory Board (K.C.C. 2.32.010) is representative of the demographic character of the region and of persons with mental illness and their families and advocates.  The board reviews and provides recommendations on community mental health plans and policies developed by the county under Chapter 71.24 RCW.

For the Committee’s approval an amendment and title amendment have been prepared to change the nominee’s residing council district from district eleven to district six.  This is a technical change and does change the original sponsoring Councilmember.
