NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington on the 28th day of October, 2002 at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance No. 2002-0450 relating to parks facilities, operations and financing.
SUMMARY


Proposed Ordinance 2002-0450 exempts the Department of Natural Resources and Parks from K.C.C. 2.99.030 which requires certain fees, including swimming pool and other recreational service fees to be established by ordinance.  The ordinance grants the director of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks the authority to establish user fees and other fees related to parks and recreation facilities.  Proposed Ordinance 2002-0450 also authorizes the director of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks to enter into advertising and sponsorship agreements, including naming rights agreements, and to solicit and accept gifts, bequests and donations for the purpose of providing financial support for parks and recreation facilities and programs.  The ordinance amends K.C.C. 4.56.150 to authorize the Executive to enter into rental or lease agreements, including concession agreements, with an initial term of five years or less, without approval of the County Council.
