Dear Councilmember McDermott:
Enclosed for King County Council review is a report titled “Downtown Civic Campus Scoping Report.” The report responds to Proviso P1, Section 55 of Ordinance 18110 which adopted the King County 2015/2016 Supplemental Budget. This budget proviso, which also referenced the Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP), required the Executive to transmit a scoping report on the County’s future operational and space needs in the downtown Seattle campus as a whole, and a motion that approves that plan. The need for this scoping report grew out of legislation related to the Courthouse Revitalization Project (Project 1124887) and Proviso P4, Section129 of Ordinance 17941. 
The Downtown Civic Campus Scoping Report, which was prepared by the Facilities Management Division (FMD), includes a scoping plan for the identification of the tenant’s future operational and space needs within King County’s downtown Seattle civic campus through 2025. The scoping report summarizes the processes needed for King County to create its first downtown Seattle Civic Campus Master Plan, referenced as the “Plan.” The buildings included in the civic campus include: King County Courthouse, Chinook Building, King County Administration Building, Yesler Building, 420 Fourth Avenue; King Street Center, King County Correctional Facility; Goat Hill Parking Garage; and the vacant land adjacent to the Goat Hill Parking Garage. 
The scoping report proviso also references the Real Property Asset Management Plan (RAMP) to be updated, as required by KCC 20.12.100. Legislation regarding the RAMP is being sent under separate cover. 
This legislation furthers the King County Strategic Plan guiding principal of aligning funding, policy and operational goals of King County government, and the goal of ensuring that County government operates efficiently and effectively and is accountable to the public.

The enclosed scoping report took approximately 35 hours to prepare for an estimated cost of  $6,012.
