SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2013-0495 authorizes the Executive to enter into an amended agreement between King County and the King County Flood Control District (“District”), for the County to provide services to the District regarding the District's operations and capital program.

BACKGROUND

In April 2007, the King County Flood Control District was created to provide a comprehensive and countywide approach to flood protection. The District is authorized to adopt a property tax levy in order to implement an adopted annual budget with both capital projects and work programs, for enhanced flood protection. 

On November 13, 2007, the District adopted its first budget and operational/capital work program for 2008.  Since the District has no employees to implement its work programs, it has relied upon an interlocal agreement with King County for the experience and expertise to implement the District work programs.

SUMMARY

The proposed ordinance would amend the interlocal agreement by extending its effective date to December 31, 2014

ANALYSIS

Council staff has no issues.  This extension of the ILA was adopted by the Flood Control District on November 12, 2013.
