B.  HISTORY
R.C.W. 36.87 establishes the right of property owners to petition a County Legislative body for the vacation of road rights-of-way.  K.C.C. 14.40 establishes King County policies and procedures for accomplishing same.

The petition was filed on January 23, 2001 with the Clerk of the King County Council.  The Department of Transportation, Road Services Division circulated the request for vacation, soliciting comment from agencies listed below.  The petition requested vacation of portions of 168th Avenue Southeast lying between Southeast 136th Street and Southeast 140th Street.  The Issaquah School District property abuts the right-of-way on both sides.

A search of records by staff of the Department of Transportation found that King County acquired the east half of the subject right-of-way (Parcel “A”) by dedication in the Plat of Renton Suburban Tracts Division No. 2 and the west half (Parcel “B”) by conveyance for mutual benefit.  There is no evidence that the right-of-way was opened for public use or maintained by the County.  Therefore the Department of Transportation considers that no public funds have been expended in the acquisition or maintenance of the right-of-way.

In accordance with King County Code 14.40.020 and Ordinance 9164 the compensation for "C-Class" right-of-way is fifty percent of the assessed valuation.  The King County Assessors office lists the property as “tax exempt” and does not have a valuation for the property.  In order to calculate the compensation an appraisal of the land value for the vacation area would be required and that would be at the expense of the petitioner.  The compensation fee has not been calculated and because the school district provides it’s facilities to the citizens of King County, the Department of Transportation recommends waiver of compensation in accordance with KCC 14.40.020 (D).

Parcel “A” contains 14,961.3 square feet and Parcel “B” contains 38,371.9 square feet.

Notice of this hearing was posted at the termini of the proposed vacation area and published in accordance with requirements of RCW 36.87.060.
