NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that a public hearing will be held before the Metropolitan King County Council, Room 1001, King County Courthouse, Seattle, Washington, on the 11th day of December, 2006, at 1:30 p.m., to consider adoption of Proposed Ordinance 2006-0568.

SUMMARY


Proposed Ordinance 2006-0568 would impose a natural resource conservation special assessment for the King Conservation District of $9.98 per parcel on all property within the district plus an additional  $0.00 per acre annual rate for parcels less than 1 acre, a $0.01 per acre annual rate for parcels between 1 and 5 acres, and a $0.02 per acre annual rate for parcels greater than 5 acre, is hereby imposed for collection effective January 1, 2007 through December 31, 2011, with the following lands exempted from such charges:  lands assessed as forestland, parcels owned by the federal government, and parcels owned by federally recognized tribes or members of such tribes that are located within the historical boundaries of a reservation.  The use of revenues from this assessment is subject to the terms of the interlocal agreement between the King Conservation District and King County, which is attachment A to Proposed Ordinance 2006-0568, as may be amended from time to time.  

The King Conservation District is a governmental subdivision of the state of Washington, organized under chapter 89.08 RCW to protect and conserve natural resources throughout King County, except within the boundaries of the incorporated cities of Enumclaw, Federal Way, Milton, Pacific and Skykomish.
